	Sample Thesis & Paragraph Response: 
Thesis: Both Fitzgerald and Orwell craft distinctive voices to highlight the experience of an outsider struggling to live in a society with different morals and values. 
         Orwell uses third person limited point of view with attention to what Winston experiences to demonstrate his struggle with government standards and expectations. Winston is considered idiosyncratic or very individualistic because unlike other characters who obey the government’s complete lack of regard for humanity, Winston is a risk taker and believes in freedom and independence. For example, unlike others who mindlessly follow the unfair government, Winston writes, “Down with Big Brother” in his journal to break free from the constraints of society and gain his voice back. The use of third person point of view in which Winston isn’t directly able to share his thoughts to readers, but instead be told from someone else, further highlights the limited freedom he has and how difficult it is to overcome the constraints of his society. Orwell’s characterization of Winston through third person point of view reveals he is “quirky” because he chooses a different path than most people, which causes him to struggle as he is also attempting to evade the powerful government. 
       Similarly, Fitzgerald’s point of view functions the same way to highlight Nick as an outsider. Although Fitzgerald uses first person point of view instead of third person limited, Nick is characterized similarly to Winston because he, too, struggles with the immoral behavior he witnesses in New York.
