Short Story Example: In “Cinderella” by Charles Perrault, he suggests that kindness can defeat wickedness through the use of characterization. 

Movie Example: Disney’s animated movie The Lion King conveys how dysfunctional society can become if some classes are valued more highly than others through the use of setting.  
Textual Evidence Checklist
· Author’s last name writes,   “Detail exactly as it is written in the text goes here” (Author Page). 

Short Story Example: Cinderella says, “I will finish my share of the chores, but I will not do yours” (Perrault 18). 

Movie Example: Mufasa tells Simba, “You must stay in Pride Rock; do not go to the Elephant Graveyard for it is a barren wasteland”(Roberts).  
Literary Analysis Checklist 
*Remember that analysis is the practice of observing carefully and closely the small parts to see how they affect the whole.

*Literary analysis focuses on how author’s make choices (using literary devices) to create meaning in the story. 
· Author’s last name  

· Strong analytical verb (develops, emphasizes, highlights, illustrates, implies, portrays, reinforces, reveals, shows, suggests, etc.) 

· Specific words and phrases from the detail have been quoted and closely analyzed 

· Literary device/author’s choice (tools that authors use such as symbol, imagery, setting, resolution, conflict, mood, suspense, foreshadowing, etc.)

· Multiple in-depth sentences that explain how and why the author made a specific choice 

· Avoid

· “I think” or “I believe” or “me” or “my” or “you”

· Any version of “It helps the readers see what is happening in the story”, “It paints a picture for the reader”, “Helps the story move along”, “It helps us connect to the characters”

· “Sort of” or “kind of” or “it’s like”

· “While I was reading” or “I noticed that” or “When I first read it” or “One sentence I found was…”

· “Everyone interprets things differently, but my opinion is”

· “This is such an amazing/good/well-written story…the author did a good job”

· “The author shows the meaning of the story” 

Movie Example: Jonathan Roberts highlights class division and how it deteriorates a society through the use of setting. He emphasizes a difference between those with power in Pride Rock and those who are struggling to survive in Elephant Graveyard.  “Pride Rock” conveys self-importance by focusing on “Pride” in the name. “Rock” implies a sense of strength and unchanging or lasting authority and control without compassion towards others. In addition, Mufasa’s command to Simba suggests that Elephant Graveyard is below them and that he should not interact with the creatures living there. The setting’s description of “barren wasteland” suggests death and emptiness, with indifference to those who struggle there, such as the hyenas. Without compassion or support to those in need, the hyenas become threatening and dangerous, leading to the deterioration of society.
