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Rhetorical Analysis Essay Draft

Fairytales exist in almost every culture and many of the texts are
hard to trace back since countless numbers of them originated orally.
The European fairytale of “Little Red Riding Hood" was a fairytale that
survived through numerous recitals, long decades, and many
centuries. Originally published in the 17% century by Charles Perrault,
“Le Petit Chaperon Rouge® was revised by the Grimm Brothers in 1857
and they created a new adaptation of this fairytale called “Little Red
Cap.” This revision was due to a rhetorical situation change—there was
anew shift in audience from adults to children. The Brothers Grimm
Wwanted to create stories that mothers would be able to read to their
children, and Perrault's fairytale version of Little Red Riding Hood was
intended towards adults. The changes between the Perrault’s and The
Brothers Grimm's version of “Little Red Riding Hood," can be
demonstrated through the change of plot and character conventions;
however there I a similarity in conventional settings.

Since “Le Petit Chaperon Rouge” was written in 17% century,

many of the scenes were influenced by discussions performed by
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
