	Definition/Example

	Alliteration


	The repetition of the same sound at the start of words in close proximity to each other. 
Ex: Peter Piper picked pickled peppers.
	
	

	Assonance  
	The repetition of similar vowel sounds 

Ex: I rose and told him of my woe.

Ex: The rabbit whacked my ear.
Note:  Assonance differs from rhyme in that rhyme is a similarity of vowel and consonant= "Lake" and "fake" demonstrate rhyme; "lake" and "fate" demonstrate assonance
	
	

	Hyperbole

	A figure of speech that uses exaggeration for emphasis
Ex: He weighs a ton.
	
	

	Imagery

	A word or group of words that appeal to one or more of the senses: sight, sound, touch, taste, or smell, to create a vivid “picture” 

Ex: bare, black branches 
	
	

	Metaphor


	A figure of speech that compares two seemingly unalike things without using the words like, as, than, or resembles
Ex: He is a pig. 
	
	

	Onomatopoeia 

	Words that imitate the sounds they describe 

Ex: boom, buzz, crackle, gurgle, hiss, zip
	
	

	Personification


	Giving human qualities to non-humans

Ex: Rain dancing (Rain can’t dance, it is not a human)
Ex: Angry sky (the sky can’t have human emotion)
Ex: Faucet crying 
	
	

	Repetition


	Repetition is the use of any sound, word, phrase, line, or stanza more than once throughout the poem

Anaphora: The repeated use of the same word or phrase at the beginning of two or more lines 

Ex: I have a dream…

       I have a dream…
	
	

	Simile 


	A figure of speech that compares two unalike things using “like” or “as” 

Ex. During lunch, the girl ate like a pig.

Ex: My love is like a red, red rose.
	
	

	Structure: Stanzas/line breaks 
-To keep a poem as a whole, or break into separate stanzas

-To emphasize a word or phrase at the end or beginning of a line

-To signal a pause to the reader

-To speed up or slow down the pace

-To create a sense of forward motion

-To show a change of thought

-To create an interruption


	The deliberate choice as to how to structure and organize a poem to enhance the meaning and create an effect

Ex: rain falling
