#5 Sample Responses to Discussion Question:

Example:

To Andrew Lyndon Pages 76-77

Capote’s use of a simile demonstrates his poetic and sentimental nature. He compliments, “My love is with you every minute, watching over you brighter than an Easter star” (76). It especially highlights the longing that he feels for his friends who are far away. Although his physical presence is absent, his love is very near. The “watching over you” shows care and support as if he’s a guide or spirit of sorts; the emphasis on “brighter” reveals an overwhelming light that represents his friendship despite distance. 

Another Example:

To Andrew Lyndon Pages 78-80

Capote’s use of a metaphor demonstrates his criticism towards the artificiality of California and concern for his friend’s well-being. Capote laments about his friend Harold, “I don’t like to think of him out there in the land of strawberry-flavored coffee” (78). The comparison of California to an unnatural or fake “strawberry-flavored coffee” demonstrates a façade or deceitfulness he may encounter there. Capote likely knows that there are people who could take advantage of his friend and he worries about him. 
NOT AN “Example”:

Capote seems gossipy and like he’s trying to get with all of these people. He says something like oh darling baby to a bunch of random people. That’s super weird. Why would he say that to someone? Basically he seems like he has some issues.
